We have a clear Progression document of each religion, which is key to ensuring the planning, content creation and delivery of a skills and knowledge curriculum that shows clear progression.

[bookmark: _GoBack]CREATIVITY – Pupils are given the opportunity to be creative in RE through dressing up, role-play, hot seating, using scarves to construct head coverings, handling artefacts, drawing/sketching, painting, cutting and sequencing. Inspiring pupils to embrace their creativity, through engaging activities assists in their understanding and change in the world around them.                                                                                                                                           EQUALITY – discrimination on the grounds of religious beliefs and practises or no faith held is not accepted at WPS. WPS actively supports and promotes ‘Fundamental British Values’ as part of our provision for SMSC where pupils learn to integrate and embody school values in their everyday conduct. Pupils should develop “an understanding that the freedom to choose and hold other faiths and beliefs is protected in law” as well as “an acceptance that other people having different faiths or beliefs to oneself (or having none) should be accepted and tolerated, and should not be         the cause of prejudicial or discriminatory behaviour.”                                                          RESPONSIBILITY – WPS has a responsibility, through good quality, adaptive teaching, learning and discussion, to teach pupils to show RESPECT at all times to their peers and to people they meet, and also TOLERANCE and UNDERSTANDING.                                                                            COMMUNITY-Pupils are encouraged to reflect upon their place within their immediate and wider family and community, including peer groups and be aware of the networks of support within. Pupils are encouraged to be respectful and thoughtful towards everyone they know and meet. RESILIENCE – British society is changing and pupils will need to show resilience. RE as a subject must reflect the current and future needs of pupils in a world of diverse identities, with multi-religious, multi-secular worldviews and holders of no belief.  Religions deal with some of the most profound and difficult questions in human life including that of death.                                            BELONGING – We actively promote a sense of belonging in RE by embracing and valuing all religious and non-religious faiths and practices and encourage all children to engage in RE lessons. 
VALUES
Subject and Key Stage specific vocabulary is referenced explicitly on the front cover of each planning unit. For some units a knowledge organiser document is available. At the start of each unit, from September ‘24, the children will create both a mind map of prior knowledge and a key vocabulary list, which will be added to, lesson by lesson, for reference in subsequent lessons.

There are two progression targets in RE -a balance between these targets is covered over a unit of work.                                                                                                                                     PT1 – Knowledge and understanding of religion and worldviews PT2 –    PT2-Responding to religion and worldviews. Alongside everyday assessment (recorded in teacher diaries) and PT 1/2, two-three pieces of purposeful work should be recorded per term, per child, evidencing the learning that has taken place in that unit.

ASSESSMENT
RE is a statutory part of the core curriculum for all pupils, including those with learning difficulties. Planning for their specific needs may be required. A multi-sensory approach can be helpful in planning RE for children with special needs enabling their access at the appropriate level for them, that will engage as well as challenge. Scaffolded questioning is used in lessons along with peer support where necessary to enable all children to achieve. 
SEND
At Wittering we put a large emphasis on teaching our children the importance of E-Safety. Therefore, E-Safety is taught the entire year, not only during computing lessons, but during specific timetabled E-Safety sessions, once a fortnight. On the occasions where technology is used in lessons, children are reminded of the benefits, risks and responsibilities of using information technology. Children are taught how to use technology safely, respectfully and responsibly, to promote healthy and positive relationships and to recognise acceptable/unacceptable behaviour and identify ways to report concerns about content and contact.
E-SAFETY
Teach children to show RESPECT, but also TOLERANCE and UNDERSTANDING toward people they meet.
