Science: 

We will be looking at rocks. The children will 

look at natural and man-made ones, how they 

can be grouped.

Mathematics 

We will introduce our new maths curriculum, Ark Maths Mastery Curriculum. 

During the Autumn term children will be exploring number sense and calculation 

strategies, place value, graphs, addition and subtraction, length and perimeter. 

The children will also be completing Ark assessments and will be building up their 

knowledge, fluency and accuracy of times tables.
