Music Policy

Introduction


The Music Policy is intended to help all teaching staff to implement the National Curriculum.  Music is an integral part of the school curriculum.  The children are encouraged to participate actively, to enjoy all aspects of music and to gain success.  This policy should be read in conjunction with the 'School's Framework Policy Document'

Aims

· Children are encouraged to develop an aesthetic appreciation of their surroundings in which music is a significant feature.

· To acknowledge that music contributes to our spiritual, moral, social and cultural tradition and to see themselves as musicians.
· To recognise that music can enhance all parts of life including literacy and numeracy.

Implementation and organisation

In the Foundation Stage the children have a class music lesson each week following the school’s scheme of work ‘Music Express’. In addition to this class teachers may include a musical activity to complement the other areas of the Foundation Stage Curriculum from other sources.
In Key Stage 1 and 2 class music lessons are the main means by which the National Curriculum is taught. When time permits KS1 teachers may include a musical activity e.g. the singing of a song, nursery/number rhymes or short listening activity as a planned or unplanned activity in addition to planned music lessons.

Teachers are expected to teach their own lessons using the ‘Music Express’ scheme. Whilst music is included in cross-curricular planning the specialist aspects of the subject need to be clearly and effectively taught.  Planning documents will show details for other activities.  Children are also encouraged to listen to various pieces of music which they can begin to interpret and appreciate in Key Stages 1 and 2. 
Assessment

Assessment in music occurs half termly, at the end of each unit, in the form of a lesson that incorporates skills taught throughout the unit. Any significant observations will be recorded in the class teacher’s daily diary and on the RAG rating grid at the end of each term.
Class Brass and Percussion

Children in years 5 and 6 will receive class brass or percussion lessons.  Children will be tested by a brass specialist regarding their instrument suitability.  They will be offered a trumpet, trombone, euphonium or, if not suitable for any of these, a percussion instrument.  As children arrive throughout the year they will be assessed likewise and a suitable instrument found.  Lessons will take place as a year group, in the small hall for one hour a week.  
Singing assenbly
We meet every week to practice and learn new hymns and songs, to be sung in assemblies.  This provides a particular opportunity for all children to take part in an activity together.

Singing Club 
Our policy is to give the children opportunity to develop and extend performing skills by offering singing club with the aim of learning songs for the Young Voices concert.
Rocksteady

Children have the opportunity to participate in Rocksteady band lessons. These are at a cost to parents.
Assemblies and Productions

Music is provided to be listened to as children enter and exit the halls for assemblies.  The music given allows the children to experience different genres and styles of music by a variety of musicians and allows them the opportunity to form opinions regarding their preferences.  

Children are also encouraged to perform at special occasions e.g. in class assemblies, in concerts at various times of the year and to the community e.g. at Harvest Festival.  Our Christmas production will include music performed by a range of year groups.  Year 6 children are invited to perform a musical concert to the local senior citizens at their annual Christmas lunch provided by RAF Wittering.
Singing club perform at the Young Voices concert .
Towards the end of the academic year an open evening concert is held where brass and singing club showcase their learning.
