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PSHCE
Intent (Aims ) of our curriculum 
We follow the aims of the Soke curriculum along with our own based on our PSHCE scheme. The trust aims that overlay our own are:
· Identify what we have chosen to teach and why
· Help pupils link new and prior learning
· Make learning accessible for all pupils including those who have SEND
· Identify key vocabulary for each subject and incorporate them into every unit of study
· Develop children’s cultural capital
The aims of our specific PSHCE curriculum are:
· To develop children’s  knowledge and skills to be safe and healthy physically, mentally  and online.
· To understand what makes a healthy relationship 
· To teach strategies for dealing with situations.
· To develop tolerance and respect for themselves and others 
· To become responsible for their own actions 
· To enhance skills for communication, empathy and healthy relationships which underpin both success in learning and positive relationships
· To support the development of resilience, self-esteem, self-efficacy and aspiration
· To offer accurate and relevant knowledge to support decisions about personal wellbeing and health
· To explore the relevance of knowledge for personal situations and decision making
· To offer opportunities to explore, clarify and if necessary challenge, their own and others’ values, attitudes, beliefs, rights and responsibilities
· To offer the skills and strategies they need in order to live healthy, safe, fulfilling, responsible and balanced lives.

Implement 
· We implement a 2 year spiralling ,rolling programme. All year groups teach the same unit in the same term. It is 
Progressive, revisits learning and routes learning to long term memory.
· Staff lead by example - +ve attitude,AMTBK.
· JeM liases with SENCO, Computing and Science leads.
· Range of teaching styles –discussion, investigation, problem solving, circle times, practical activities, role play, assemblies, outside visitors .
· Chance to apply skills –to lead, debate, vote, take responsibility ,problem solve and reflect .( How could you.. What if you.. What do you think..
Planning 
Based on Cambridgeshire Personal Development Programme. 2 year rolling programme which we select lessons from as appropriate to our cohorts each year, changing planning as necessary. 
Include differentiation for HA and SEN and pointers for assessment in all our plans.
New scheme gives guidance on expected/above and working towards expectations.  

Impact
[bookmark: _GoBack]The impact of our PSHCE curriculum leads to progression over time across key stages relative to a child’s individual starting point and their progression of skills. Children are expected to leave year 6 reaching at least age-related expectations for PSHCE. Our PSHCE curriculum will also lead pupils to be equipped with skills for the wider world, evidenced in a range of ways. Children’s work demonstrates that PSHECE is taught at an age appropriate standard across each year group, with opportunities planned in for children working at greater depth and those who have special needs. From pupil book study and pupil voice, work is of good quality and demonstrates that our children are acquiring knowledge, skills and vocabulary in an appropriate sequence.
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
